Title from title frame. Beginning with a history of the Thuringer Forest and surrounding areas, this film tells the history of how glass production began in this region. The viewer is then given a tour through the village of Lauscha, and sees the types of glass still being made there today. Part of this film is 'hosted' by the Glass Princess, as she gives a tour through the Museum fur Glaskunst. Throughout this video, there are clips of artists such as Thomas Muller-Litz working colored tubing, John Zinner making his sculpted red devils, and Michael Haberland producing Christmas ornaments. Title from disc label. This video highlights Christmas in New York City and begins with the history of the Christmas tree at Rockefeller Center. The tree is topped with a 600 pound crystal glass star manufactured by Swarovski. The Unicef Christmas Snowflake is also shown being assembled. It is 28 feet high, 23 feet wide, and weighs 3,300 pounds. This ornament was conceived by Ingo Maurer, a German lighting designer. The 16,000 crystal prisms were produced by Baccarat and assembled by Maurer. Strings of electric glass lights were developed in 1882, three years after the introduction of the light bulb. In 1903 GE introduced these at a more affordable price at which time they grew in popularity. Jane  Spillman of The Corning Museum of Glass gives a brief history of blown glass ornaments. From 1880 through 1920, Germany manufactured nearly all ornaments, but at the onset of WW2, importation to the United States was stopped. At that time Corning Glass Works in Wellsboro, PA, began to produce blown glass ornaments using the ribbon machine and   gave birth to mechanized ornament production. Additional Christmas traditions are discussed, such as window displays and the production of fruit cake. DVD. William Gudenrath provides a demonstration of blowing glass ornaments.
