Primarily interested in the bottle and flat glass industry, and their suppliers (chemicals, tools, molds), but includes brief news about the table glass industry.  For the table glass industry, the researcher should look at the information mostly on page 1-5, and although it is more about manufacturing, than types of glass made, it may have some information not easily found elsewhere.

Source of business and financial information on the state of the glass trade, and a glass union publication.  Focused on reporting prices, employment figures, production information.  Included internal organization activities of union leaders and organizers, published information from other periodicals.  The biweekly column "Trade notes" listed almost every bottle and window house in the U.S., with a report on their operation. (Zembala, 1984)

The journal is similar to that of Crockery and Glass Journal, and China, Glass and Lamps.  There is general news about pressed glass products, window glass, fruit jars; ads for pressed glass ware and Fostoria lamps.  There is some information on glass workers, unions, some foreign glass companies.  There is also information on the china/ceramic/pottery industry, both US and European.  The few issues that The Rakow Library has do not include art glass companies, and exclude most information on cut glass.

Information can be found in various columns: geographic areas, "The Man Who Saw", as well as ads (not a large number for glass firms & tableware, and limited number of lamp ads).  Primarily American focus, but some brief information on Canadian firms and European glassware being sold in the United States.  Glass companies featured in the columns are often, but not always, those who placed ads.  Such firms as Dorflinger, Liberty, Fostoria, Central, Duncan, and some of the secondary glass firms are included.  Also of some use: regular feature of design patents.  There is an index of advertisements in each issue, but no index to the entire journal.
