Connections a glass arts collaboration. Producer, Lani McGregor & Bruce Craven/Wild Hare Productions for Bullseye Glass, 1993. 1 videocassette (30 min.).
A record of nine artists (Dale Chihuly, KeÌ�keÌ� Cribbs, Linda Ethier, Rudi Gritsch, Brian Kerkvliet, Klaus Moje, Dante Marioni, Narcissus Quagliata and Lino Tagliapietra) working at the Bullseye Glass Factory in 1993.  Included are views of fusing, slumping, blowing, torch-working, casting, lampworking, cane making, and the exhibition of the work. Dante Marioni shows the roll-up technique, which  he had seen in Murano; the technique subsequently became know as the Australian roll-up technique. The Rakow Library also has the catalog of the exhibition. This is a good presentation of a variety of techniques. VHS.

Corning Museum of Glass Guides' Lectures, 1994, part 4 The Libenskys (tape 1), by Susanne Frantz. Corning, NY : The Corning Museum of Glass, 1994. 1 videocassette (65 min.).
Part 2 is on a separate tape. Presented prior to the opening of the LibenskyÌ� exhibition at the museum.  Ms. Frantz provides a review of their career, beginning with paÌ‚te de verre, molded  and cast glass, and glass painting (using transparent enameling), the development of their architectural glass, concern with optical glass and geometric shapes, and their return in the mid 1980s to use of color and small sculptures. 
International Conferences on Environmental Glass 1990, no. 33: Cast Glass and Pate de Verre, by Dan Fenton Producer, ICEG 1990. 60 min.

His presentation is a technical one, rather than a review of finished work.  Most of the lecture is devoted to how to make a mold, mixing the plaster and filling the mold. In the last 10 minutes, he discusses putting the glass in the mold, glass colors, cooling, etc.
