[Russian broadside announcing the performances of Henri Michaux's 'Mechanical Theatre of Light' in Moscow in 1834]/ Henri Michaux. [Moscow, Russia : s. n.], 1834. 1 broadside.
The broadside advertises 3 different shows.  The second show advertises an exhibition of glass articles made by Michaux, Cabinet of man-made glass objects, in which every person in attendance receives on of the objects without charge. . "The glass cabinet contains compositions of this fragile material, from which Michaux manufactures various objects with amazing speed: without steam or smoke he brings the heat of the fire to the utmost degree in which [he] artfully melts the glass and blows it into such an extraordinary fineness that it dissipates in the air inot glowing and impalpable dust and glass threads which he can stretch from 3 to 5 thousand sazhens(2.134 meters).
