Brief listing of magazine advertisements; excludes those found in newspapers, and excludes  most brief mentions and illustrations of ware included in trade journals such as Crockery and Glass, as well as brochures issued by Corning Glass Works.  This is meant to assist researchers looking to document Pyrex production, and should be used in addition to the catalogs of Pyrex ware, issued by Corning Glass Works, many of which are owned by the Rakow Library of The Corning Museum of Glass. 
Not all of these ads are in the library: the list has been compiled through ads listed in the Rakow Library’s OPAC, collections in the Rakow Library (not listed individually in OPAC, including the J. Stanley Brothers’ file on Pyrex, and the vertical file Glass production—US—NY—Corning—CGW--Pyrex), and the Internet.  There are undoubtedly many more ads, which can be found by
(1) searching the Internet, either Googling “Pyrex ad” as a phrase, or just <pyrex ad>, which will provide even more ads.  Many websites, including Ebay, offer ads for sale.

In 2008, some of the websites with Pyrex ads included Ruby Lane, www.loudfrog.com; http://retroamerica.blogspot; speakeasy.org; Mississippi Pack Rate; Heartland Memories.  Websites and vendors change, and this list is not a recommended list, but only a starting point for the researcher.

Many of the Pyrex ads have been digitized and are, or will be, available through the Rakow Library’s online catalog.

The researcher should also consult the Rakow Library’s online catalog, for advertisements acquired by the Rakow Library after the compilation of this current list.
