The Belmont Glass Company, also known as the Belmont Glass Works, was one of the first glass factories in Bellaire, Ohio. An 1877 drawing of the Belmont Glass Works lists the company's products as "table ware, lamps, [and] stationers glass ware."   Belmont Glass began operations in 1866. The company began as a chimney factory, but switched to glass pressed ware for the kitchen and bars.  The company also made lamps.   While the company is often called the Belmont Glass Works, its name was Belmont Glass Company from 1866 to 1888, and then Belmont Glass Works from 1888 to 1890, when it ceased operations.  It should not be confused with the Belmont Tumbler Company, in operation in the 20th century.

newspaper and magazine articles, etc. published between the late 19th century and the early 1970s. For this file, almost all of the glass trade journal references are from American Pottery and Glassware Reporter for the period 1880-1885.

Trade journal information and ads: It is unknown which trade journals (American Pottery and Glassware Reporter; Crockery and Glass Journal) have the ads that The Welkers refer to; the researcher will need to search for these.  For American Pottery and Glassware Reporter, The Library of Congress and New York Public Library may have the most complete “paper” copies of the journal.  The microfilmed set of American Pottery and Glassware Reporter is very incomplete.  For Crockery and Glass Journal, the researcher should consult the weekly column on glass factories, looking at the paragraphs on the Wheeling, as well as look at the advertisers’ index.
