Since it is arranged by shape, one must look at all pages to determine where the glass of individual copies is located.
--Cut glass made by various companies, not just Hoare. Some of the ware is attributed to individual companies; many are neither dated nor identified by manufacturer.  Some illustrations are dated (from 1909-1915).  .An invaluable guide to cut glassware from 1900-1920, since the scrapbook contains cutouts primarily from numerous company catalogs, and represents ware from many companies not found in any other source.

Trade catalog. Not an actual catalog, but a photocopy of a listing of blanks sold to various glass firms.

Includes: tableware, scientific/pharmaceutical ware, founts for lamps, jars. Entries are made in rough alphabetical order by name of firm. Includes names of many of the prominent glass firms ca. 1900, including Hoare, Hawkes, Sinclaire, Clark, Bergen, etc. CMGL previously owned the original of this, which

disappeared ca. 1990. "Mostly blanks supplied to glass cutting shops" was written on insider front cover in the hand of John C. Dorflinger. Photocopy does not include the cover or any preliminary information prior to the beginning of the ledger. Cited in The Complete Cut and Engraved Glass of Corning

Includes: silver mounted, silver deposit, perfumes. Material came from the Hawkes archive. Glass could be either Hawkes or Hoare. Our guess is that it is Hoare, and that this group may be considered as an addition to the scrapbook of Hoare glassware for Gorham, R-640. Duplication of R-640 is not evident.  Original pages could not be located by Kathy Kapral in 1995 (8 months after microfilming) nor by Gail Bardhan in 2012
