P. 11: "Receipts for glasses made by me at The New Eng. Glass Works from 1858 to 1866 are on pages 11, 12, 13, and 14." P. 15: "Centennial glass batch made for Exposition of 1876." P. 26 of this book says "Father's receipts on pages 26-46 inclusive", while Geo. W. Leighton's copy on p. 30 says "Father's (Grandfather's) receipts are on pages 30-63", indicating that Geo. W. Leighton made his copy from  his book. Includes batches from others: Meriden, Gill, "Old English batch by Antony Taylor", Gillaland [sic], Wm. Gillinder, as well as receipts fro colored enamels and for silvering.  Exactly the same as p. 1-75 of "Geo. W. Leighton's copy of William Leighton's receipt-book", also held by CMGL (TP857.12.L521 1888-1889*).
