Dream of Crystal.  Hoya Crystal Gallery, 1987.  16 min.
Note: Includes some cutting.  Functional glassware and art sculptures of Hoya Crystal are featured. The viewer sees the process involved in making glass, from the design, to the melting of the batch (in the Crystal Fountain furnace), to blowing and working, annealing and cutting. There are many closeups of techniques and finished objects.

Note: Includes cutting and intaglio cutting.  An excellent portrayal of the manufacture of lead crystal at Royal Brierley Crystal, Brierley Hill, Staffordshire, England. Old prints illustrate the typical glasshouse of the 18th century, with the glass cones. The traditional methods are well documented: mixing of new batch with molten glass, changing of the pot, blowing of glass (with many examples of shaping), cutting, intaglio cutting, copper wheel engraving, acid-polishing. Also shown is the library of glass blowers' molds.
Story of Webb Corbett Crystal.  Cine Equipments, 193?  23 min.
Note: Includes cutting.  We follow the production of glass at the English firm of Webb Corbett, from making the batch, changing of the pot, to making a wineglass and a pitcher. Also included are the decorative processes of cutting, engraving and acid polishing. Examples of finished pieces are shown at the end.
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
