The Rakow Library’s online catalog (OPAC) does not provide links to specific images in books, articles and glass company catalogs.

General information and history:

Although the martini as a drink became quite popular in the 1920s, it presumably was served in regular cocktail glasses, which could hold a variety of cocktails.  Even some ads from the 1930s show various shaped cocktail glasses holding martinis.

Company catalogs in the library from the 1930s show cocktail glasses with sides flaring slightly out, and actual bottoms; none use the word martini glass, and all are called “cocktail glass”.  Our 1939 Libbey catalog is quite big, and Libbey was a big provider of barware, does not have a martini glass.

I have looked at ads online from the 1930s for drinks, and most show the cocktail glass with slightly flaring sides, but not a “martini glass”.  Various websites and antique dealers advertising online  show a conical martini glass which they claim to be from the 1930s, but this does not seem correct.

Rudin’s article (cited above)  includes the following :   "By the middle twenties, reflecting home-grown modernist design trends as well as influences from the Bauhaus and Wiener Werkstatte, new avant-garde shapes had appeared in studio glassware, among them the now iconic stemmed straight-flared V.  It originated as a simplified and geometrically abstracted version of the saucer champagne glass, which had replaced the flute at the turn of the century.  A five- to six-ounce size was intended for champagne, a smaller size for cocktails served chilled and straight up.  These modernist glasses came to be associated especially with the martini and Manhattan because these cocktails were eclipsing all others.  Reaction had set in to the mixological extravagance of the twenties, thanks partly to the return of decent booze at Repeal.  Less was more, and the martini's elegant simplicity, like the streamlined glass that complemented it, seemed an imaginative advance over the elaborate, ornate concoctions of the past…."  p. 40.

"As the Depression deepened, movies and the new photo-magazines glamorized the martini and its paraphernalia as part of the chic lifestyle of New York and Hollywood café society.  Glass companies, like other appliance manufacturers, hired modern industrial designers and mass-produced streamlined cocktail shakers and cocktail sets, called "martini sets" from the middle thirties.  Essential for home entertaining and one of the era's most popular wedding gifts, the sleek forms were an affordable luxury in hard times."`

"Like toasters and other appliances in American kitchens, the martini set brought streamlined design, with its elegance, technological sophistication, and utopian vision of modernity into the living room.  Cocktail shakers would not survive the retooling of the metal and glass factories for the war effort, and the subsequent age of the blender.  But the spare, geometric martini glass would." p. 40  [then quotes Conrad, above] 
Rudin’s article notes that glass companies sold mass produced martini sets from the middle thirties.  ( Prohibition was repealed in December 1933) The Rakow Library currently has few trade catalogs from the mid 1930s. (Sept. 2007) .  Ads for gin and vermouth, from magazines such as Fortune or The New Yorker, with a sophisticated readership, might include some martini glasses.  Also, a researcher should also review the glass trade journals for the late 1930s (Pottery, Glass & Brass Salesman; Crockery and Glass Journal, China, Glass & Lamps).  The Rakow Library has  Pottery, Glass & Brass Salesman and China, Glass & Lamps for the late 1930s-1940s, but not Crockery and Glass Journal.

Barnaby Conrad’s book has many illustrations of scenes from movies and of ads. A Dixie Belle gin ad from 1934 shows a v-shaped glass, but with straight sides just below the rim.   A few other ads from the 1930s and 1940, found on the Internet (Sept. 2007) show a variety of shapes.
Viskay’s Vintage Bar Ware provides the following illustrations of V-shaped martini glasses

p. 98: Wm. Rogers & Son: cocktail shaker & matching “glasses” in nickel plate; shape is almost the V shape;

p. 135: cobalt glass martini glasses with sterling trim, maker not stated, date: 1930s

p. 155: frosted glass cocktail shaker & V-shaped martini glass; set sold by National Silver Deposit Ware, ca. 1937

Cocktail books from the 1920s and 1930s, as well as histories of the martini. should be consulted for possible illustrations of the V-shaped martini glass. However, most books tend to discuss various recipes, the “invention” of the martini, etc., rather than the glassware.  The following is the beginning of a guide to such books.
