The Corning Museum of Glass

Note: The Rakow Library can provide additional bibliographies relating to Czech glass, including a bibliography of non-English Czech glass history books, Czech glass from the 1940s-1970s, and Czech glass 1945 to date, as well as individual firms.
Because Bohemia was part of the Austro-Hungarian Empire until 1918, German was the official  language of Bohemia, and city names (such as Haida and Steinschönau) appeared as locations of glass firms.  Also, much of the information on Bohemian firms, both from pre-1918, and published more recently, is in German.  Some of the major German language coverage of Bohemian firms is included below..

Auction Catalogs
Several auction houses, especially in Germany and Austria, carry much Bohemian glass.  Catalogs from the recent decades (1990s?-to date) have very good illustrations and descriptions, which, although in German, will be of much use.  There are also several online auction databases, such as invaluable.com (available to researchers at the Rakow Library) can provide illustrations.  The Rakow Library staff is not able to search for individual firms in these catalogs, but the Rakow Library online catalog does indicate (frequently, not always) auction catalog lots, sometimes by individual firm name (e.g., Moser), and sometimes with the term “Bohemian glass”
