Initially shown on Czech television, this is a documentation of an exhibit at the Eliska StoÌˆlting

Gallery, with brief interviews of the gallery owner and exhibiting artists: Ilja BiÌ�lek, Milan Handl, and Jan FisÌŒar. Also shown are Jan Fisar's studio, a glass factory featuring use of molds and hand-blown techniques, plus the making of solid sculptures (pouring molten glass into a mold, with subsequent grinding and polishing).

The theme, "Unbreakable spirit" is in honor of the exhibit "Glass behind the iron curtain: Czech design 1948-1978". Raw, unedited footage. With the exception of interview and fashion show of

clothing accented with glass beads, there is mostlybackground music provided by Hot Foot Club. Jiri Harcuba is seen engraving a design into a piece of glass and then is interviewed by Tina Oldknow. The audience is encouraged to make a drawing to be submitted to JirÌŒi who will then engrave the image into a piece of glass. Not commercially distributed.

A documentary film, which appears to be a 'dialog' between a craftsman (Josef Rozeinek?) and glass artist, Rene Roubicek as they work together in the studio. This may be the video noted in the book Sklo=Glass, about which is written: "RenÊ¹e Roubicek and Josef Rozeinek in a

documentary film, screenplay, and production by Pavel Koutecky, camera by Stano Slusny, 1982. The sound track is in Czech; there are English subtitles (which are illegible).

This is the second of three films on the videotape entitled "International Glass Symposium, Novy Bor, 1985" (BIB#62107).

Harcuba discusses his life and work, and some of the engraved and carved glass objects in The Corning Museum of Glass.

At head of title: Arts and Crafts Centre Prague presents. This is the first of two videos recorded on this cassette/DVD. A brief guide to the history and production of the Skrdlovice Glassworks, founded in 1941 by Emanuel Beranek. There is mention of some of the artists who have been affiliated with the firm, views of the artists and craftsmen at work, and some finished pieces,

including large scale compositions. Primarily a public relations effort, the film is interesting for the various techniques shown.

Narrator gives good explanations of the techniques being demonstrated.

A very good video demonstrating different glassblowing techniques, used by glass artisans from the Czech Republic. These artists, in collaboration with designers and artists from Fusion Z, produce glass sculptures, and other art glass forms.  At the glass studio Aieta, you watch as the glassblowers produce for the first time, "The Lady Sculpture" (photo S65 in Fusion Z's catalog,

"Home accessories: mouth blown art glass, sculpture, wall art, accent furniture, tabletop, lighting, custom projects", BIB# 92198). At a different studio in Moravia, glassblowers can be seen producing "Glass Pepper" (photo S58 in the same catalog listed above). After watching this piece being produced from beginning to end, it falls from the punty and breaks on the floor.

A DVD produced for Etienne & Van den Doel Expressive Glass Art gallery to promote the exhibition: "Icebergs & paraphernalis: Peter Bremers new work", March 20-April 25, 2004. This DVD is a collection of segments focusing primarily on glass artist, Peter Bremer.  
The viewer witnesses the sights of the Antarctica and then Peter Bremers at his studio in Holland preparing models for these pieces. Once the models are completed, Peter travels to Pelechov in the Czech Republic to have plaster molds produced (there is good footage of this process). While you do not see the casting of glass into the molds, you do see the molds being removed from the annealing oven and chipped away from the glass. Working with a local glass studio, the glass is ground, cut, and polished to achieve the desired finish on each piece. "The exhibition" is a short segment on this video which shows

these pieces on display at the Etienne & Van den Doel Expressive Glass Art gallery. An additional segment "Metamorphosis" shows a team of hot glass workers and Peter Bremers working together to create pieces which Bremers has called "Metamorphosis". See also "The making of the Metamorphosis" (BIB# 95004), which is the same thing.

Filmed mostly at the glass studio of Jan Frydrych, in the Czech Republic. Working in his studio, Czech glass artist Jan Frydrych discusses the strength, determination, and appreciation

needed to work with glass. He is seen cutting, polishing, gluing and exhibiting his glass sculptures. Intermittently throughout this video, some of his completed sculptures are shown. A list of his own exhibitions from 1978 through 2000 are listed with the credits at the end.

In 2003, Ronald Fischer and Hubert Stern, two Czech glass artists built a five metre long boat from glass which was placed in a large wooden hand made out of wood. For three years the glass ark and hand traveled through the heart of Europe through the Bavarian Forest to the

glassworks located in the area. This documentary interviews employees from six different factories: Nachtmann Bleikristallwerke RiedlhuÌˆtte, Kristallglasfabrik Spiegelau, GlashuÌˆtte Valentin Eisch, Glasmanufaktur Freiherr von Poschinger, Zwiesel Kristallglas AG, and Kristallglasmanufaktur Theresienthal. Prague footage produced by Alisa Buckley, Karen LaMonte, and Steve Polaner.

Artist Karen LaMonte traveled to the city of Pelechov in the Czech Republic to create a cast glass dress. In this video she explains how she creates her glass dresses and the wax forms used to create them. There are brief views of her exhibition, "Karen LaMonte: vanitas" at the Czech Museum of Fine Art in Prague, filmed on December 2004. At the end of this video her exhibition, "Karen LaMonte: absence adorned" at the Museum of Glass is featured.

Written, directed and produced by Patrick Grandaw. Developed at the University of Southern California Graduate Cinema Production as an American-Czech co-production.

Contemporary story about an American glassblower and his Czech-Slovak fiancée.  Filmed entirely on location in the Czech Republic, with a score by Anton Popovic. Glass factory is the Hut Jacub Tasice. Commercially distributed.

VasÌŒicÌŒek, c2000. 1 videocassette (19 min.) : 1 videodisc (19 min.) :An English interpreter translates this entire film which was initially narrated by Bohumil Elias, a Czech glass artist and painter.  Filmed mostly in his studio, Elias is seen sketching designs, painting on glass, and producing some of his sculpted pieces. His work extends from glass painting and staining, and sculpture, to architectural glass, primarily windows for churches.  In Czech and English.

This film documents the work of 78 glass artists from 18 countries, who attended the second International Glass Symposium in Novy Bor. Artists are seen blowing, working with hot glass, and finishing objects. Several of the artists comment on the symposium, but neither speakers

nor artists are identified. For a review of the symposium and the participants, consult GLASS REVIEW [Czech], no. 3, 1986.

Video is in many different languages: English, German, Czech... Most conversations translated into English. At the end of this video are two other films, each of which has been listed separately: Dialog=Dialogue (BIB#62108) and Prukledy a Odrazy=Views and reflections (BIB#62109).

Filmed at the Crystalex glass factory in NovyÌ� Bor, Czech Republic, 1988.

This video documents the Third International Glass Symposium, held in the fall of 1988 at the factory of Crystalex in NovyÌ� Bor, Czech Republic. 105 glass artists participated, having the opportunity to explore the creative side of glass making, instructing the workers of Crystalex on the production of their designs and inspirations. Many of these artists are shown working at the glass factory, and at the end, installing their pieces in an exhibition of those works. The glass

created at this symposium, is now part of the permanent collection of world art glass in NovyÌBor. A full account of the symposium can be found in "Glass

Review",  March 1989.

No additional credits available. In 1857 the Moser glass firm was established by Ludwig

Moser and has produced quality Bohemian crystal since that time. This video emphasizes that techniques and tools have changed very little over the years. Three master glass engravers Milan Holubek, Vlastimil Selinger and Vladimir Skala are shown at work engraving different pieces and discussing their work. Techniques such as "snapping-off", decorative grinding, etching, engraving, and polishing are also seen.

Demonstration by Novotny at the Columbus College of Art and Design, at the Glass Axis Studios (Columbus) and at the 1993 Glass Art Society meeting in Toledo.  Included are

his making a musical horn, a crystal horse with cowboy rider, a caged vessel with prunts, five-legged spun out vessel, and a female form. Interesting for his forming small objects from hot gathers, the cage cup creation, his use of a yoke or stand. A younger audience would

also enjoy it for his varied creations. There is very detailed narration of each step.

The objects are identified neither by title nor by artist, although at the end there is a credit for Vaclav Cigler, who presumably made some of the optical glass objects seen.  The glass heads at the beginning are probably by Rene Roubicek. Although there is a soundtrack, it is music only. This is the third film on the videotape entitled "International Glass Symposium, Novy Bor, 1985".

Praha, Czech Republic : LionFILM, c2004. 1 videodisc (16 min.) :

ZaÌ�mek BezdruzÌŒice is a former castle which has been renovated into a glass museum and gallery. This video was produced in two parts, the first "BezdruzÌŒickyÌ� ZaÌ�mek" is a short film showing glass artist JaromiÌ�r RybaÌ�k at work in his studio and views of the museum

and some of the glass sculptures. The second segment "BezdruzÌŒickyÌ� BetleÌ�m" is the name of the glass nativity scene made by RybaÌ�k, specifically for BezdruzÌŒice. The sculpture is made of lead glass, and molten Brazilian crystal, embedded in a metal sctructure

which acts as a support and decoration. Techniques in this segment include painting on glass, grinding, engraving, the application of gold leaf, the creation of clay models, and plaster molds.
