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In England, Scotland and Wales, the term “frigger” is used to describe an end-of-the day item, made by glassworkers for their own amusement.  Most of citations below refer to English-made objects.  The American term is usually “whimsey”.  The researcher should consult the bibliography “Whimsies”, as well as ask for bibliographies on individual items, such as canes.
